DOGPARK ETIQUETTE FOR PEOPLE

Once you and your dog get to the dogpark it's tempting to just stand back and
watch all the activity or chat to the other owners, but everybody will have a much
more rewarding time if you observe some basic rules. Dogparks aren't a right,
they’re a privilege. - please don’t let bad behavior ruin things for everyone else.

o Always keep your eye on your dog. Mischief can happen quickly, and it’s easier to
prevent problems than recover from them.

e Always thoroughly clean up after your dog. This is the primary reason that
dogparks get complaints, so pay attention and pick up the poop - even if it may not
have come from your dog (after all, we've all been caught not looking).

e Keep your dog on-leash until you get to the off-leash area. This is not just
respectful to neighbors and other park users, it's much safer for your dog.

e Children should be supervised closely, especially when they approach other dogs
who may not be as comfotable with children as your dog is.

e Don’t bring a female dog in estrus, and thoroughly bathe her if it has recently
ended. Spayed and neutered animals are recommended.

e Don't allow your dog to harass other dogs or people. This means having respect
for the opinion of others - if they are uncomfortable simply move your dog away to
another area of the park. This is especially important when sharing a community
park where children play.

¢ Only bring bite-size, pocketed treats for your dog. Arguments can arise when a

dog is protecting the remains of a large biscuit. Don’t give treats to other people’s
dogs without the owner’s permission, there may be health or behavior issues you

aren’t aware of.

e Remove metal collars like prong and choke collars because other dogs can get
their teeth caught in them. This can result in broken teeth, and can panic the dog
wearing the collar.

e If your dog is having health problems, consider staying home. Don't risk
spreading a disease or infection to other dogs. Other ailments may make your dog
uneasy around other dogs, or may risk further injury.

e Each park has municiple codes posted. Know the local dog laws, such as license
requirements and leash laws, and follow them.
